City Campus

This campus is based in Nottingham
city centre, and is NTU's main campus.

Nottingham is lively, vibrant and safe. The city
is famous for its role in the legend of Robin
Hood, but modern Nottingham has so much
that makes it a perfect study destination.
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Nottingham Trent University may be a
particularly green and environmentally aware
university, but so too is the city of Nottingham
itself. Situated along the valley of the River
Trent, with the lush Sherwood Forest to the
north and lovely countryside and farmland
to the south and east, Nottingham is in a
beautiful part of the country.

The stunning Wollaton Hall was used as Wayne
Manor in the Batman film 'The Dark Knight
Rises’. Nottingham Castle is an impressive
royal fortress within the city, but there are a
number of other incredible castles nearby too!

Nottingham may be steeped in history, but
that doesn't mean that it's stuck in the past.
The city has a rich culture of arts, food and
sports, with plenty of museums, galleries

and music venues. The city's lively music
culture has spawned a number of popular
and underground artists, including cult metal
bands and hip-hop artists, and also hosts a
thriving classical music scene. Each year there
are plenty of events and festivals to enjoy too,
with the annual 'Goose Fair’, featuring rides,
food and attractions, being particularly famous.

Sports fans are spoilt for choice in Nottingham
too, with football, rugby, ice hockey, tennis
and boxing to get involved in, and a more-
than-180-year-old international cricket venue,
Trent Bridge, to visit. This is a perfect example
of how the city blends old and new, natural
and artificial, history and culture. With all this,
it's clear why Nottingham is such a great place
to live, and why it's perfect for anyone after an
authentic experience of life in England.
